INSTALLATION

Using the handle, simply sit the lid over-top of the
fire pit opening, centering it left to left and right to
right resting on the top of the enclosure.

CAUTION: DO NOT OPERATE FIRE PIT
WITH LID INSTALLED

NOTE: If a windshield is installed on the fire pit the
lid should sit inside of the windshield centered side
to side and end to end. Do not sit lid on top of the
glass edge windshield.

CLEANING STAINLESS STEEL: Stainless steel tends to oxidize in the presence of chlorides and sulfides, particularly in
coastal areas and other harsh environments, such as the warm, highly humid atmosphere around pools and hot tubs. To
provide stain prevention and removal, wash all stainless steel surfaces every 3-4 weeks or as often as required with fresh
water and/or a stainless steel cleaner.

NOTES ON CLEANING: Do not use abrasive cleaners or steel wool on any stainless steel parts. Doing so will scratch

the finish. Exterior surfaces should be cleaned with warm soapy water. Use a stainless steel or non-abrasive cleaner.
Always wipe in the direction of the grain.
